A Message trom Father
Dear Friends,
May God'’s healing, life-giving love fill your hearts today!

On any given weekend some 1,200 people pass through our church doors for three
opportunities to celebrate the Saturday/Sunday Eucharist. People start arriving on
Saturday afternoon around 3:30 pm for confessions. The bulk of the Saturday night crowd
arrives between 4:15 and 4:30 pm. By 6:00 pm the lights are turned off and the doors are
locked. On Sunday mornings, | open the church doors somewhere between 6:15 and 6:30 am. A little
after 7:00 am the first folks arrive to spend quiet time with the Lord. Between 7:30 and 7:45am the
majority of the faithful filter in for the 8:00 am Mass. The first shift is closed out by 9:15 am and another
procession of cars slowly works their way into the parking lot for the 10:00 am Sunday Service.
Depending on what’s happening on any given Sunday, the gathering space is empty, the lights are turned
off and the doors are locked between 11:45 am and 12 Noon.

The vast majority of people only see what goes on here at St. Thomas for a little more than an hour a
week. | wish that you could be a part of the day to day, and the night to night action that takes place
throughout our St. Thomas campus. Last week we had three members of our parish council speak to us
about Stewardship. They boldly proclaimed that Stewardship is a “way of life”. | am both humbled and
impressed by the number of people who roll up their sleeves and serve our parish community. Our
custodians are always busy wiping off the finger prints and emptying the trash cans from the various
groups and activities that come through our school building, use our cafeteria and school hall, participate
in events in the Uhen Center, and take part in programs and activities in our church during the week. We
are truly blessed.

Managing a facility the size of St. Thomas requires a lot of attention. | want to encourage and remind
you to pay attention when you are using our facilities. We must all be about the work of accident
prevention. We must all practice good Stewardship of resources by turning off lights, closing doors and
windows, securing the building when you leave.

Every volunteer who works with children has to take the Safeguarding God’s Children Program. We
must all keep our eyes and ears open—both in the facilities as well as out in the parking lot. If you see
someone or notice something that requires attention don’t be afraid to stop in or step up. Fr. Joe and |
were driving past the church parking lot last week and we saw some teenage boys climbing on the storage
shed in the parking lot. | quickly turned my car into the lot and called the young men off the shed. We
need everyone’s eyes to keep everyone safe at all times.

Again, | truly appreciate all that you do to keep St. Thomas a safe and clean environment. | hope that
during this Stewardship awareness program you will prayerfully consider ways that you can use your time,
talents, and treasure to keep the spirit of St. Thomas parish alive.
