A Message from Father 

Dear Friends, 

 

May God’s Amazing Grace guide you to do Great Things today! 

 

This week we hear the Prophet Isaiah proclaim: 

“The Spirit of the Lord God is upon me.” 

  On the First Sunday of Advent, we began the liturgical changes as a result of the new 

translation of the Roman Missal.  The priest says, “The Lord be with you.” and you respond, “And with your spirit.”  

Stop and think about that phrase in light of what the Prophet Isaiah says at the beginning of chapter 61; “The Spirit 

of the Lord God is upon me.”  Cheerleaders work the crowd at athletic events trying to get the audience to catch the 

spirit.  Some folks readily enter into the “spirit” of the season or the “spirit” of the occasion while others play the 

Grinch practically daring someone to get them to join in the cheer or participate in the wave. 

  I hope by now you have caught the Christmas Spirit ~ the decorations, music and food of the Christmas 

Holiday are designed to melt our hardened hearts.  The response at Mass to the greeting from the priest is both a 

wish and a prayer.  The priest’s spirit should reflect the joy and love of his personal relationship with God.  The 

priest’s interior disposition is often reflected in the way he prays the liturgy in the same way that the congregation is 

called to celebrate the Eucharist. 

  The Christmas Spirit does not come from a cocktail or a carol but from the deepest recesses of the human 

heart.  The spirit of God is a vital force calling us to “bring glad tidings to the poor, to heal the broken-hearted and to 

proclaim liberty to captives.”  The Prophet Isaiah calls us to rejoice heartily in the Lord.  This is not always easy to do 

especially if you are physically sick or emotionally burdened.  God’s amazing grace has to work overtime for a lot of 

people during the Christmas Season.  As proclaimers of the Good News, we have to be sensitive to the physical and 

emotional well-being of our family and friends. 

  John the Baptist is the New Testament prophet of preparation.  Like other prophets before him, he warned 

God’s people to straighten up.  Today we have to listen carefully to what John the Baptist is saying.  John Baptized 

with water ~ a cleansing ritual.  Jesus is coming  ~ a much stronger witness to God’s amazing grace than John.  John 

is not worthy to untie His sandal strap.  In the liturgy we pray, “Lord, I am not worthy that you should enter under my 

roof.” 

  As disciples of the Lord Jesus, we are called to rejoice in the healing presence of God’s life giving love.  As 

disciples of the Lord Jesus ~ Baptized in His amazing grace we are to pray without ceasing, giving thanks for this is 

the will of God.  As disciples of the Lord Jesus, we know in our heart of hearts that God is faithful and that He will 

bring His peace. 

  Check the bulletin today for information about Communal Penance and Private Reconciliation.  Take time 

this week to prepare the way of the Lord by Making a straight path ~ a highway to the Lord.  I am praying that this 

Christmas will bring you a deeper experience of God’s healing life giving love.
