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Reflection - Baptism of Our Lord 
THE BAPTISM OF JESUS is the third of three great revelations which 
characterize the Christmas season. Today is a kind of transition. We have 
come to the end of the Christmas season. Yesterday was "Twelfth Night", the 
last of the twelve days of Christmas and now we are entering the first week of the 
Ordinary Season. The three great revelations we have been celebrating are: 
Christmas: when God comes among us with the Good News for the poor, the 
outcast and the sinner. This is Luke's version, where Jesus is born in poverty 
and the first to come to pay him homage are poor and marginalized shepherds. 
Epiphany: when God comes among us with a message of salvation for every-
one, for all the people of the world, and not just for one select group. This is 
Matthew's version and the description of the strange visitors from the East. 
Baptism of Jesus: God is seen specially present in Jesus, working in Him and 
through Him. It is told by Matthew, Mark and Luke. 
 
Today is a great opportunity for all of us to reflect on our own Baptism. It is 
not something which happened a long time ago and which "made" us Catho-
lics. It is not just a ceremony lasting a few minutes which produces magical 
effects; it is the beginning of a lifelong journey. It is the beginning of a proc-
ess of growing into the Body of Christ as its members. 
 

Our Baptism is essentially a community experience; it is not just a private or a 
family event although in the way it was "celebrated" it may have looked like 
that. It involves active participation in the life of the Church and not just pas-
sive membership. Perhaps we could paraphrase the words of John F. Kennedy 
in his inaugural address: "Ask not what the Church can do for you but what 
you can do for the Church." 
 

Each one of us is called to be a living witness to the Gospel: to be the salt of 
the earth, a city on a hill, a lamp radiating light for all. Our Baptism is a 
never-ending call to follow in the footsteps of Jesus. Every word of Isaiah can 
also be applied to each one of us who has been Baptized. So let us today re-
new our faith in and our commitment to follow Jesus. Let us re-affirm our 
readiness to carry on His work.         ~~Frank Doyle
