      Pray For Them 
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 One of the most ancient prayers of the Church is the Liturgy of the 
Hours; Christians would gather at various times of the day to pray the Psalms, 
the prayers that Jesus prayed throughout His earthly life. The Liturgy of the 
Hours is prayed (or sung) in monasteries throughout the world and a shorter 
form is used by all priests and many religious who are not in monasteries; this 
form was called the Breviary (brief form). You may be familiar with some of 
the old names of the Hours: Matins, Lauds, Terce, Sext, None, Vespers and 
Compline. In English they are Readings, Morning Prayer, the Third, Sixth & 
Ninth Hours, Evening Prayer and Night Prayer.  
 

  In recent years the Church has encouraged the use of the Liturgy of 
the Hours for lay people, especially Morning and Evening Prayer. If you 
would like to learn about the Liturgy of the Hours and possibly incorporate 
them into your own prayer life, you are invited to attend a meeting with me on 
Tuesday (Feb. 16) at 9:30 a.m. or Saturday (Feb. 20) at 9:30 a.m. in the 
Church. Books will be available to experience Morning Prayer for that day 
along with an explanation of how it all works.  Those books will also be avail-
able for purchase. 
 

 Several parishioners have begun praying the Hours and have found 
them very meaningful and helpful. If you are looking for something special to 
do for Lent (and beyond) this may be just the ticket for you.  
 

 Speaking of Lent, it is upon us. There will be three Masses on Ash 
Wednesday (Feb.17) even though this is not a Holy Day of Obligation. Think 
about what you are going to do to have a meaningful Lenten Season and then 
be ready to go on Wednesday morning. The Church refers to Lent as •a joyful 
season• because even with the fasting or sacrifices taken on we are drawn 
closer to the Lord and this should be a great source of our Joy.
