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LITURGY  CORNERé 

AS I GET READY TO RETIRE

     I would like to publicly thank Fr .Tim for his kind words about me in last month’s newsletter. 

     I appreciate Fr. Tim’s remarks very much. I am humbled by them. Even though I never became a priest, I think 

I was very fortunate to have had twelve years of seminary training (eight of the years as a member of the Salvatori-

ans). If I have been a good minister in any way, it is because of my seminary and religious life training and the ex-

perience of working with other wonderful people in ministry and all the edification, support and learning that I 

have received from this very special Catholic Christian community of St. Agnes. 

     Several years ago I wrote a summary of a homily by Fr. Ed Wieland, may he rest in peace, for the newsletter. 

Many parishioners thanked me for it. Some have kept it and periodically reread it. I would like to share it with you 

again. 
 

This is the text of that article: 

     I tend by nature not to be a wordy writer. A “recapitulation” can be simply a short summary of something. I was 

so moved by Father Ed Wieland’s homily on the third Sunday of Advent that I think it merits recapitulation. It was 

so simple and yet profound. I hope that I will always remember it and try to live it each day of my life. 

    In the gospel that Sunday the question was asked of John the Baptist, “What should we do?” And Father Ed 

asked us the same question. The answer to the question was contained in the three scripture readings of the day. 

     What should we do to prepare the way of the Lord and help establish the kingdom already now in this life? Fa-

ther Ed gave us three simple answers and challenges. First, always be a joyful person because the Lord is always 

in our midst and that should be the source of our joy. Second, always be kind to everyone and let your kindness 

reveal the presence of God to others. And third, always be generous and share what you have with those who have 

less than you do. 

     Father Ed’s message was simple and yet what a profound effect it would have in the world if we all lived it. 

May God give us the grace to always remember Father Ed’s exhortation to us and the grace to live it. Thank you, 

Father Ed! 

Mission Trips Growing

     This summer, our parish will once again be sending two groups of youth on Mission Trips. 

From July 11-16, nine high school teens, four college-age peer leaders, and two adult leaders 

will once again visit Cairo, Illinois. From August 1-6, 24 junior high and high school teens, 

and five adult leaders will visit Louisville, Kentucky. Every year our overall numbers are in-

creasing as more and more parishioners hear the “good news” about the mission trip experi-

ences from those who have gone before. 

     Besides the growth in attendance, there is also growth that occurs on another level. Many of the past participants 

have grown in their faith convictions and in their resolve to live their faith more actively. Because they experience 

the power and presence of the risen Christ through service in His name and through shared worship with other teens 

who have chosen to do so, they are more open to being engaged in prayer and in the life of the Church. 

     That type of growth is difficult to quantify or measure, but Jesus likens it in one of his teachings to yeast, which 

permeates dough, and causes it to rise, transforming it into bread. We trust that the Holy Spirit will continue to use 

the experiences of teens on mission trips to transform not only their personal faith lives, but the lives of the indi-

viduals and communities they serve in their families, friends, our parish, the Church and the world.   

     On behalf of all mission trip participants of the past, present, and to come, I thank the parish for its support, en-

couragement and prayers. I also thank those parishioners who have made personal donations through the wish list.  

Together, we are helping young followers of Christ to grow in their love for Him, His people, and His Church. And 

when we do that, we all grow, don’t we?

We would like to take this opportunity to update our parishioners on the current status of our Faith in 

Our Future campaign. As of April 30, just over $103,000, representing 60% of total contributions made 

to date, have been received and will be directed towards the parish projects outlined at the beginning of 

the campaign. The remaining 40% contributed has been directed to the Archdiocese for the charities 

outlined in the Faith in Our Future campaign.   
 

The first project at St. Agnes will be to repair and replace various roofs throughout the parish plant. 

Estimates are currently being solicited by the Building and Grounds Committee for these projects. As 

donations continue, the parish will pursue the remaining goals of the campaign. We would like to thank 

all of the parishioners who have so generously contributed. 
 

As you know, the parish relies on tithing as the primary source of revenue to fund all of our par-

ish ministries. In October, we will once again begin the budget process for the next fiscal year. 

For the past two years, teachers and staff have not received salary increases. While we recognize 

the many challenges our parishioners face in today's economy, we will find ourselves at a cross-

roads when we plan financially for the 2011-2012 fiscal year.   
 

Some of you have already completed your commitment to the Faith in Our Future campaign. Others 

will complete their commitment this year or in early 2011. When you complete your pledge card in 

November, we encourage you to consider increasing your pledge commitment to the parish by 

the amount you were contributing to Faith in Our Future. As one of our parish council members 

said, "I'm already giving, and I don't miss it. Why wouldn't I continue?" Remember that the 

$103,000 given to date represents only 60% of your total donation. When you tithe, 100% of your do-

nation is directed towards funding parish ministries. What an impact those donations would have at the 

parish level! If you have already completed your commitment, please consider increasing your tithing 

now. 
 

Your parish is truly at a crossroads right now. As always, we have faith in ourselves, faith in our parish 

and faith in our future. The direction we will take and the decisions we will make for our future is in 

your hands.
