Second Sunday in Ordinary Time 
John 2: 1-11 
It's the miracle that always captures the 

attention!  Sight restored.  Lame limbs healed.  Hearing brought 
back.  The dead raised.  Water changed into wine.  When you 
think about it, the first four are often routine today.  Granted, 
the miracle doesn't happen every time.  But many have their 
sight restored through surgery.  Broken bones that would have 
led to incapacitation are mended.  Cochlear implants help some 
who did not hear.  And even some people who were in cardiac 
arrest have been brought back.  These medical miracles 
happen so regularly that we don't even advert to them as 
"miracles" anymore.  They are "procedures."  It's when things 
don't work that we get disappointed-and maybe even pray for 
a miracle. 
Praying for the miraculous can lead to an increase of faith.  But 
we can't let the miracle-or lack thereof-get in the way of faith.  
Instead, we can let our faith uncover the miraculous that 
already takes place each day: the healing that goes on in 
hospitals; the amazing production of food that feeds so many; 
the growing ability of humankind to understand this created 
world; the wonder of a child who grows from just a few cells to 
an adult in the span of two decades.  It's these miracles that can 
capture our attention and deepen our faith.

Are some sacraments 
more important than 
others? 

 

 At times, yes.  Perhaps 
instead of thinking of 
importance in terms of 

ranking one as first or greatest, it 
might be easier to think of them in 
terms of significance.  As we grow 
in age and in faith, sacraments take 
on a different meaning and 
significance for us.  Obviously, 
baptism is important because it is 
the first one we receive and 
officially begins our journey of 
faith.  The Eucharist is important 

because it is the body and blood of 
Christ and nourishes our faith.  And 
the vocational sacraments of 
marriage and holy orders have 
their place, too. 
But sacraments are dynamic 
realities that bring God's grace to 
us at various moments of our life.  
So not only are they a kind of 
reminder that God is always 
present with us, but sacraments also 
are the way God's presence comes 
to us, since grace is a share in 
God's life.  When we are spiritually 
in need, it is the grace we receive 
and the particular sacrament that is 
of greatest significance to us.  If I 

am no 
l o n g e r 
able to 
receive the 
Eucharist, 
p e r h a p s 
the most 
important 
sacrament 
would be the anointing of the sick.  
If I am growing in age and wisdom, 
baptism might not be as significant 
as the sacrament of penance.  All 
of the sacraments have their place 
in our lives and the life of the 
church, serving to give us a share in 
God's sanctifying life and love.
