Fourth Sunday in Ordinary Time 
Luke 4: 21-30 
Today's Gospel reading from Luke is a 
perplexing story at first read.  Jesus is 

speaking before the people of his hometown.  Luke tells us 
that "all spoke highly of him and were amazed at (his) 
gracious words."  Yet Jesus almost rebukes them, 
proclaiming that no prophet is accepted in his home town.  
In fact, in the days of the prophets Elijah and Elisha, 
Gentiles seemed to receive greater assistance from God 
than the Jews.  This only caused those listening to angrily 
march him out of town. 
However, perhaps Jesus was giving a first glimpse of his 
eventual persecution by his own people.  He had reached 
an acceptance of his mission and its consequences.  And 
that mission entailed gathering his flock and imparting 
upon them his Word.  This flock became his family, whose 
acceptance of him and his teachings transcended their 
origins (CCC 764).  Today, strive to accept the Word.  
Accept the fact that you are part of that early family, the 
foundation of the kingdom of heaven.

What are a "nihil obstat" 
and an imprimatur? 

 

Much has been published 
these days about all 
aspects of Catholicism.  

One way to determine if 
something has approval or is at 
least not contrary to faith is to 
look for the "nihil obstat" and the 
imprimatur.  These Latin words 
are followed by the name of the 
person granting them.  "Nihil 
obstat" means "nothing stands in 
the way" and indicates that 
there is nothing contained in the 

book that is contrary to Catholic 
doctrine or morality.  Usually the 
person granting the "nihil obstat" 
is a theologian who has the 
necessary Church credentials.  
The imprimatur, which means "let 
it be printed," is usually given by 
a bishop after a thorough review 
of the material.  It is a kind of 
guarantee that the printed 
material is Catholic in its content 
and teaching.  This disclaimer 
often follows: no implication is 
contained therein that those who 
have granted the "nihil obstat" 
and imprimatur agree with the 

contents, opinions, or statements 
expressed. 
When looking for books that are 
faithful to Catholic doctrine and 
teaching, the "nihil obstat" and 
imprimatur are the easiest and 
surest ways of being certain of 
orthodox teaching.
