Week Twenty-Four 
MUSICAL FLOW DURING LITURGY 

 

Music provides continuity within the liturgy. 
This means that the songs are chosen to reflect 
or echo the meaning of the readings. The 
eucharistic acclamations are normally taken 
from the same setting by the same composer in 
order to maintain unity and integrity within  
the Eucharistic Prayer.  The music within                  
each major  section of the liturgy should be                 
integral to the action and express the 
interconnectedness of that section.  
 

In the liturgy music often signals a change in 
what is happening. For example the entrance 
rite goes from the prelude right up to the first 
reading. The music that is used should support 
the action and help to create the “mood” of the 
ritual. In some parishes the Lamb of God, the 
song used during the breaking of bread, 
sometimes segues into the communion song.  
This is done on purpose. The breaking of bread, 
the invitation to receive the Eucharist, and the 
procession to communion are all part of the one 
communion rite. Continuing the music through 
the rite creates a sense of  unity. Each major 
section of the Mass should maintain musical 
integrity. The Mass is like a symphony with 
separate movements but connected as one 
musical piece.
