There will be wars and conflicts, he told them; this will 
happen but does not mean impending doom. Rather, Jesus was most  
concerned about the destruction of Jerusalem and those who would proclaim 
to be Jesus himself, performing acts that will cause a distraction among the 
people. We cannot be distracted; in keeping our faith and our trust in the Lord, 
we will easily recognize the coming of Jesus Christ. 
We have absolutely no idea how or when Jesus Christ will come again,  
transforming this world into one in which sin is dead and goodness prevails 
(CCC 1048). We are told to be ever watchful, however, and to do so means 
to surrender our hearts to God's love. As Catholic Christians, we believe that 
God loves each and every one of us despite our sins, and wants us all to be 
saved. And we also believe that with God, all things are possible.
