FOURTH SUNDAY OF ADVENT

For some reason Christmas seems to bring out stories of the
underdog - the unseen, unpretentious, almost unknown, who
suddenly breaks on the scene. There's the little drummer
boy, who has nothing, but shows up to play for the newborn
king. There's the fictional story of the fourth magi, who was
delayed in getting to the meeting place and so didn't make
the journey to Bethlehem but found Jesus later in life. And
then there's Charlie Brown's Christmas tree, that forlorn sprig
that at the end of the show is shown as a glorious tree.

As we hear in the first reading from Micah, Bethlehem is
much the same. A tiny backwater village that isn't even big
enough to be numbered among the clans of Judah. Add to
the story a young, pregnant girl from a remote town in Galilee
and you don't exactly have the makings of fame and fortune.
