February 23 - Therese: This magnificent film on the life of
St. Therese of Lisieux shows the beautiful spiritual path of a
bourgeois girl from a Victorian French family. Therese’s
journey through the rigors of monastic life cultivates in her
the spirit of holiness and compassion (96 minutes).

March 2 - The Prisoner: This drama portrays a Cardinal
imprisoned in a Soviet bloc country. His captors attempt to
break his determination not to be used as a propaganda
tool. It is loosely based on the real-life experiences of
Cardinal Joseph Mindszenty, a Hungarian leader during
and after World War Il (91 minutes).

March 9 - The Parables of Jesus: This is seven short
dramas portraying parables through the lens of Bible times
including: The Good Samaritan, The Unmerciful Servant,
The Treasure and the Pearl, The Lost Son, The Midnight
Visitor, The Dinner, and The Manger (58 minutes).

March 16 - Mary Mackillop: Mary Mackillop (1842-1909)
is one of Australia’s unsung heroes. Despite excommunication
and exile, Mary remained determined to bring education to
the poor and underprivileged. Over one hundred years
later, the Sisters of St. Joseph, the order founded by her,
has brought enlightenment and knowledge to hundreds

of thousands around the world. Mary was beatified in
January 1995 by Pope John Paul Il as Australia’s first saint
(90 minutes).

March 23 - 500 Years of St. Peter: Here is an intriguing
story that shows how St. Peter’s Cathedral was built with all
the struggle and glory. Like a huge precious shell the dome
envelops the humble tomb of the Apostle St. Peter

(60 minutes).

March 30 - People Who Met Jesus: These are the stories
of eight people who met Jesus, some to become his
disciples, some to reject Him. Understand the events
leading up to the death and resurrection of Christ through
the eyes of Zacchaeus, the Man Born Blind, Annas,
Caiaphas, Judas Iscariot, Herod, Pontius Pilate and Joseph
