The Christmas Manger: Asymbol of the Incarnation
During the Christmas season, we see a variety of symbols that hold particular sigaifae for this holy season. Perhaps the most
beautiful embodiment of the Christmas story is the Nativity scene. From a simple woode&che in a home, to the elaborate
nativity scene in St. Peter’'s Square, to masterpieces by Giotto of the manger scematrpyals of the Christmas story reminglus in
a special way of the birth of the Savior.

Pope Benedict XVI reminded the world of the need for beautiful artwork to remind us of the eternal irecent event sponsored by
the Pontifical Council for Culture. “Beauty pulls us up short, but in doing it reminds us of fimal destiny, it sets us ba&k on our
path, fills us with new hope, gives us the courage to live to the full the unique gift of life,” thely\HFather told more tlan 250
artists gathered in the Sistine Chapel. These words describe exactly what Christians shexjoerience when they gaze at the
Christmas créche. The image of the Christ Child shows us the source and summit of beahg/\Word made flesh. Pope John Paul
Il taught in theology of the body that the Incarnation definitively raised up humanity, forever uniting anmature with the divine.

Because Christ is both God and man, the invisible God can now be represented in art in a vesy way. At Christmas this
representation offers us a visible glimpse of the truth and joy we experience during this rs#gson, when the Word was made
flesh. The words of Pope Paul VI express this message: “This world in which we livesabeduty in order not to sink into dspair.
Beauty, like truth, brings joy to the human heart, and is that precious fruit which residtee erosion of time, which unites
generations and enables them to be one in admiration.” (8 December 1965, message to artists)

Through his theology of the body, John Paul Il reminded the Church that the human person @sidge divine; he also reached out
to artists, reminding them that “beauty is a key to the mystery and a calltranscendence.” (Letter to Artists, no. 16) Feworks or
art demonstrate this more completely than the image of the Christ Child in whom we see thestary of the Incarnate God calling
us to a deeper union with Him.

Likewise, Pope Benedict continues to encourage artists to craft truly beautiful artwoeflective of the divine. “The way obeauty
leads us, then, to grasp the Whole in the fragment, the Infinite in the finite, God in the history of humahiChristmas
commemorates the entrance of God Incarnate into human history.
