Welcome to I n  a F ew

the weekly bulletin.  Here I 
will share items that will 
help us understand our faith 
better.  Some items that 
may be covered include the 

sacraments, liturgy, marriage, grief 
ministry in its various forms, moral 
theology and current events.  I welcome 
your comments and suggestions for future 
topics.   
 

This week’s question is: 
Can we know the real date (i.e. month and 
day) of Jesus’ birthday? 
 

While knowing the real date of Jesus’ 
birthday is not essential to our 
understanding of the faith, knowing the 
date allows us to fittingly celebrate the 
birth of Jesus.  When is it?  December 25! 
(Really!)  Pope Julius (337-352 A.D.) had 
access to the Judean Census documents, 
which were kept by the Syrian governor 
and later sent to Titus in Rome.  St. Cyril 
in Jerusalem, in a letter to the pope, asked 
him to investigate those documents.  Early 
Church fathers St. Justin Martyr, 
Tertullian, and St. John Chrysostom, in 
their writings, also referred to the census 
documents that indicate December 25 as 
the day Jesus was born.   
 

Based on this evidence (and the silence of 
Sacred Scripture on this matter) it seems 
likely that December 25 is not an arbitrary 
date for Jesus’ birthday.   He probably was 
born on the day we celebrate His birthday.  
Happy Birthday Jesus!
