Ever wonder why we have Mass readings taken from both the Old and the 
New Testaments?  There is a continual relationship between the two 
Testaments: both lead us to Jesus Christ. The first reading and the Gospel 
reading are usually connected by a theme. In the Old Testament this theme 

may be expressed as a prophecy or foreshadowing concerning the future coming of the 
Messiah.  The New Testament reading is the revelation of the words and deeds of the 
Messiah in the person of Jesus Christ.  The First Reading and the Gospel for the Third 
Sunday of Ordinary Time are a good example of the revelation of Jesus.  Both Ezra and 
Jesus read from the sacred scrolls and a new era and new way of living began.  
 

Each time we listen to the readings of the Mass we are like the Disciples walking with the 
Risen Christ on the road to Emmaus. "Jesus explained to them what was said about 
Himself in all of the Scriptures, beginning with the books of Moses and the writings of all 
the prophets" (Luke 24:27). St. Luke further states that “their hearts were burning “ upon 
hearing the Word.  May we too have that same excitement when we hear Scripture read
