 At the end of a particularly good presentation or 
speech, our cultural custom is to applaud, perhaps even standing while doing so, as a way 
of showing our appreciation for a job well done.  While this action may be good for 
secular occasions, it is not appropriate during the Mass; especially in Masses celebrated in 
the Western Church.There are some cultures where applause or hand-clapping is a 
spontaneous sign of respect and even veneration. For example, some African peoples 
even clap their hands during the consecration, because this was the traditional gesture 
observed when their kings were present and it seemed natural to carry it over to greet the 
presence of the King of kings. However, the Roman liturgical tradition which we celebrate 
is usually somber. This holds true even in those Catholic cultures that are exuberant in the 
demonstrations of popular piety such as the processions of Latin America, the Iberian 
Peninsula and southern Italy where applause, cheers and the like are regular features.After 
the homily, the liturgy recommends a moment of silence in order to reflect upon and 
absorb the message just heard.  Applause easily breaks the concentration and makes it 
harder to gather one's thoughts and bring them to bear on the essential questions of living 
the Gospel.The best response we can have to a well-thought and delivered homily is a 
decision to live out the Gospel message in our everyday life.  May we always be attentive 
to the Word.
