Dear Friends, 
 

This week the anniversary of Roe v Wade will come and go -  the 37th 
time with the battle still waging - a victory here, a loss there. Yet always a 
deep concern and on-going struggle for the Godly heart (and for many who 
do not believe in God but believe in protecting human life!) According to 
polls, a simple majority of people (51%) are totally pro-life and would like to 
see an end to abortion on demand. The pro-life statistics increase to 67% if 
the life of the mother, rape and incest exceptions are added to the mix. 
 

Since the ill-advised and illogical decision was 
handed down by the Supreme Court (who will have 
to answer to God’s Supreme Court) in 1973, nearly 
60 million future Americans, and sons and daugh-
ters of God have been slaughtered for the sake of 
convenience and comfort.

Thanks to those who adopted a 
family and bought presents for every member. We are 
grateful to those who took a tag from the tree and bought a 
gift for an individual that might not have 
had Christmas without you. We ap-
preciate the monetary and food 
donations to the pantry. Many 
people donated money so that 
someone else could shop for 
a family or individual, which 
made an immense difference. 
And the enormous undertaking 
by the school, a fund raiser 
sponsored by student council for a 
total contribution of $858.12 was simply “over whelming.”  
 

Holy Angels was able to give gifts to 485 individuals. 
This included 230 from the Angel Tag program and 228 by 
the adopt-a-family program. The Food pantry distributed 
food and meat bags for 594 people. Christmas is alive at 
Holy Angels thanks to many parishioners and some people 
that were friends and co-workers of parishioners. If each 
gift averaged $40, the total money spent was over $19,000. 
Your generosity touched 103 families.  
 

Thank you and thanks to all who volunteered shopped, 
wrapped and distributed gifts, including the food pantry 
volunteers. Special appreciation to Beth Riggle, who has  
coordinated this program for many years.

refreshing I find it to 
read something that 

is truly Christian , be it the Bi-
ble, the life or writing of a saint, 
prayers found in the liturgy of the 
hours, short inspirations or books 
written by those who have made 
some progress in their faith jour-
ney, whether lay or religious.  
Following is a short inspiration 
found in Mother Angelica’s book, 
Little Book of Life Lessons and 
Everyday Spirituality, edited and 
with additional material by Ray-
mond Arroyo, published by Dou-
bleday.  The inspiration is enti-
tled, A Slow Fall: 
 
 “All falls are gradual.  Man is 
not like a stone rolling downhill.  
Man falls very slowly – almost 
unconsciously.  He slips gradu-
ally, over a long period of time.  
We are creatures of habit, and if 
we have acquired a habit of 
goodness, it is difficult to fall 
quickly.  The fall usually comes 
bit by bit. It’s like daily prayer.  
Things crowd in on you, so you 
cut it short.  The next day you 
skip it.You keep this up for days, 
and weeks, and months, and the 
first thing you know you have 
stopped praying altogether.  It 
has been so gradual, and now 
you have so many things to do 
and so many places to go, prayer 
is a torture.  If it isn’t practiced 
regularly, sanctity can slip away 
in the same fashion.” 
 
 I hope each of us has resolved to do more reading 
of inspirational material during this new year; and 
let us not delay in beginning.  We never know 
what the Holy Spirit might have for us.  May you 
be refreshed and inspired.  God bless you.
