If this is your first child enrolling at 
Holy Angels School, registration will

Each student must bring a birth cer-
tificate, baptismal certificate 
(Reconciliation and First Communion if 
applicable.)  Social Security number and  
a $75 non-refundable registration fee. 

Registrations cannot be accepted 
without these documents. 

Registrations will be considered on 
a first-come first serve basis. 

Illinois State Law requires physicals 
with current immunizations and dental 
exams for all Pre-School, Kindergarten, 
and 6th grade students.  This must be 
completed by August 20, 2010.  No 
one may begin school who is not in full 
compliance.

At the very least, may each of us 
be part of the army storming 
heaven with our prayers for an end 
of this holocaust.  Let us pray also 
for those in difficult situations, 
that their hearts would be sof-
tened, open to life, their decisions 
guided by the Holy Spirit and sup-
port provided to say “Yes” to life.  
We must also pray for those who 
have chosen to have an abortion 
and those who have supported or 
encouraged it, that they may seek 
and find the mercy and comfort 
that only our loving Savior, Jesus 
Christ, can provide.  God bless 
you.
