8) Attending extra talks about the Faith 
 

9) Praying at home and before meals.

If this is your first child enrolling at 
Holy Angels School, registration will

Illinois State Law requires physicals 
with current immunizations and dental 
exams for all Pre-School, Kindergarten, 
and 6th grade students.

e’ll continue this week with another 
short inspiration found in Mother 
Angelica’s book, Little Book of Life 
Lessons and Everyday Spirituality, 

edited and with additional material by Ray-
mond Arroyo, published by Doubleday.  This 
inspiration is entitled, Selling Out For Pea-
nuts:   
 
In late 1967, ever the entrepreneur, Mother 
Angelica was on the lookout for a new ven-
ture to pay down  the  debt of her Birming-
ham monastery.  The fishing lure business 
that had financed the property had literally 
gone  south by that point. 
 

Introduced to peanut roasting by a friend, 
Mother felt inspired, and the Li’l Ole Peanut 
Company was born  the following week in a 
monastery workroom.  For almost five years, 
the nuns of Our Lady of the Angels churned 
out roasted peanuts and turned a healthy 
profit, until Mother’s conscience was vio-
lated. 
 

 “We used to roast peanuts at the monas-
tery.  We did five tons a month and had 
big concessions.  Our concessions 
changed and the new guy came to me and 
said, “Mother, I would love to continue 
giving you the peanut concession.” I said, 
“Fine.”  Then he said, “Of course, there 
will be a small fee.”  “Like what?” I said.  
He said, “Well, you know, an advertising 
fee.”  “How much?” I asked.  “About 
$1,000. dollars a year.”  I said, “That’s a 
kickback.”  He looked at me like he did-
n’t think nuns knew that.  He must have 
thought all nuns were idiots.  Don’t go by 
appearances, because I’m from an Italian 
family.  My grandpa had a saloon.  So I 
said, “That is a kickback and I don’t pay 
kickbacks.” “You lose me and you’re as 
good as out of business,” he said.  “That’s 
okay.  I don’t need it.  Look buddy, if I’m 
going to hell, it’s not going to be on ac-
count of a peanut!” I said. What’s the 
peanut in your life?  We all begin by 
silencing our conscience, looking the 
other way, putting aside this principle or 
that.  And one day you look back and 
you’ve sold your soul for a peanut.  
Doesn’t matter what it is, it’s all peanuts 
compared to the value of your soul.”  

 
I don’t  know about you, but I can think of 
many examples in our culture of those who 
seem to be selling their souls  for “peanuts.”  
One of the first examples that comes to mind 
would be those in positions of authority who 
support abortion on demand in order to obtain 
financial and ballot support in order to retain 
their positions of authority.  But lest we look 
only at others, we must also look at ourselves 
and determine where we stand on critical
