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Dear People of St. Charles Borromeo, 
 
The Priesthood of All the Faithful 
 Thank you to all of you who came to 
the Priest Appreciation reception last Sunday. 
Special thanks to the Parish Life Committee 
for their planning and work.  It was a great 
turnout and Msgr. and I were deeply moved by 
your expressions of support of the ministerial 
priesthood.  The Church teaches that the minis-

terial priesthood, the ordained, is at the service of the priesthood 
of all the faithful, the laity.  Most people do not think of them-
selves as priests, but “Christ has made his Church a ‘kingdom of 
priests’ and gives the faithful a share in His priesthood through 
the sacraments of Baptism and Confirmation” (CCC 784). 
 This past week was also Vocations Awareness Week 
when we encourage young people to consider a call to the priest-
hood or religious life.  I believe your expressions of support spoke 
loudly to our young people about the importance and privilege of 
service to God’s People. 
 
Theology of the Body for Teens 
 As I said in my homily last week, there was little teach-
ing about the fullness of God’s purpose for our bodies when I was 
in Catholic high school or in the Catholic college.  We have seen 
the results of this missing piece of information all around us.  One 
parent of children who are now in their thirties came up to one of 
the team members after seeing the promotional video and said, “I 
wish this was available when my kids were in their teens.” 
 We had a good turnout at the parent information session 
last Sunday but we realize not every parent or teen who were in-
terested may have been able to make it; therefore, we are offering 
another information session for parents the night of the first 
session, Sunday January 24th at 6:00 p.m.  I hope if you were 
not able to come last week that this will enable you to hear about 
this wonderful opportunity. Reminder to parents on Sunday, Janu-
ary 24th, come at 7:30 p.m. and join your teen for Adoration of 
the Blessed Sacrament.
