"He has sent me to proclaim liberty to captives and recovery of 
sight to the blind, to let the oppressed go free, and to proclaim a 
year acceptable to the Lord."

January Prayer & Fasting Intention: 
For all Catholics in other countries who by law 

are forbidden to practice their Faith and receive the sacraments,  
that they take courage and solace in Jesus’ Sacred Heart. 
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Capital Campaign angels, all of which was overlaid with gold. Here the priests (and 
through them the Jewish people) were symbolically invited back 
into the architectural Garden of Eden, symbolically undoing the 
expulsion of Adam and Eve at the Fall. 
 
This garden ornament in the Temple’s Holy Place was overlaid 
with gold, symbolizing God’s desire to invite humanity to a new 
and improved garden, radiant and glorified through a greater shar-
ing of his own life. This invitation finds its fulfillment in today’s 
church building, where the nave stands as the Holy Place fulfilled. 
Here human beings are welcome to stand in friendship with God 
once again, making things again as they were “in the beginning” 
when Adam and Eve walked around the Garden and spoke with 
God directly. 

The Interior of a Church 
 
Over the next several weeks the writings of Dr. Denis McNamara 
will explain the history of the actual building of a church. These 
explanations are not about the bricks and mortar but of the signifi-
cance of the church interior. Dr. McNamara is the Assistant Di-
rector and faculty member of The Liturgical Institute. The follow-
ing is an excerpt from his writings on the symbolism of the inte-
rior of a church. 
 
“Today’s church building fulfills the greatest architectural 
achievement of the Old Testament: the Temple of Solomon in 
Jerusalem.” 
 
The main building of the Temple of Solomon, which only the 
priests and high priest entered, was divided into three basic units: 
a porch, a large inner room called the Holy Place, and a small 
room at the rear known as the Holy of Holies. The porch served 
as a transition from outside to inside, from the secular sphere to 
the sacred realm within. The interior room was covered in cedar 
panels  carved  with  figures  of  palm  trees,  leaves,  flowers  and  $1M
