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Welcome news: 
 
Bishop Doran has assigned Father Addison Hart to St. Catherine of Siena 
parish. He will be here later this month. At this writing (Jan. 13) I have no 
other details. Fr. Hart was ordained a Catholic priest in 1999, and served 
in the DeKalb Deanery. 
 
Going Upstream a Ways 
 
Fire Departments have great technology, but they work hard to prevent 
fires. Lifeguards earn certificates and are great swimmers, but they teach 
sensible behaviors so they don’t have to hear “Help!”  Athletic coaches 
know what to do when players are injured. But they are proud of 
conditioning athletes so they avoid injury altogether. 
 
It is not enough for me to oppose abortion on demand in public or by 
writing articles. Like the workers listed above, I must go upstream. In 
protecting human life at its vulnerable beginning (and ending), we must 
start early in the life of our young. And we must repeat, repeat the lessons. 
 
January 22 is the 37th anniversary of Roe v. Wade, the U.S. Supreme Court 
decision that allowed for abortion on demand in the last trimester for 
women in medical danger, or victims of rape or incest. This quickly 
expanded to any abortion demand, at whatever gestational week, for girls 
as well as women. Over 40 million of these have happened, some now 
chemically induced. Our laws allowed our women to order the end to 
more lives than our military has killed in all our wars. Boys and men 
cannot deny involvement in all this misery. 
 
Somewhere way upstream we can demonstrate to children that we love 
them, and that people who lie to them don’t. We will continue, against 
formidable cultural evils, to help them be respecters of persons, grateful 
for their own bodies and reverent toward healthy sexuality. We will 
remind each other that right and wrong is not a matter of personal 
opinion. We will note that self control and self-mastery are not 
idiosyncrasies, but qualities of responsible living even among pagans. 
Catholic faith helps us to say “yes” to our human dignity and God’s will. 
This is our choice.
