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Notes from the Pastor 
 

I am rereading the book Rediscovering the Catholic Church by Matthew 
Kelly. Sometimes it takes a convert to help us see what is right in front of 
our face. He speaks well to folks who wonder about the difference 
between religion and spirituality. He uncovers how faith and an 
institution are related. Not least of all, he talks about how Christ Jesus is 
alive in the Church and in believers. The Church is not a side-effect of 
Jesus’s life, it is his body and legacy. 
 
The Observer is the official newspaper of the Diocese of Rockford. No one 
in the parish has a free subscription. We annually pay parish funds to 
support this ministry (it’s part of being in the diocese).  You can reduce 
the parish office’s bills by sending in your own subscription payment. We 
receive a credit for each, reducing our bill by that amount. The Catholic 
press communicates our message without it being filtered by the 
commercial media. 
 
Last Wednesday I received word from the diocese that Fr. Addison Hart 
would not be joining us. I have no other details. No other priest is 
available at this time. I have called neighboring parishes to help in case of 
funerals while I am away. At this writing I am unsure about the daily 
Mass schedule. 
 
I was pleased by our ‘third collection’ for Haitian relief (See Stewardship 
column.) Catholic Relief Services that represents the United States 
contribution had pledged $25 million even before our collection. You can 
follow their progress at www.crs.org/  I wonder how long before 
donations equal the payroll of the New York Yankees.
