Dear Epiphany Parishioners,
Merry Christmas!

Tomorrow, twenty high school kids and adults will
be travelling to Italy to visit Assisi and Rome. It
is particularly touching for me to go now because
of Pope Benedict’s frailty (revealed last week in
the press). He turns 85 next year, and I remember
vividly encountering him in St. Peter’s Square 25 years ago while a
seminarian. Whenever it comes, his passing will be a wound; I had the
blessing of studying and working in Rome during the pontificates of
Blessed John Paul IT and Benedict XVI. Please say a prayer for Bene-
dict and for our safe travel.

Please welcome Father Horton at daily Mass and Father Peter Chabot
from the Maryknoll Fathers who will preside on Sunday, January 1,
2012. Father Chabot served as a Maryknoll missioner in Bolivia.
Born in Ontonagon, Michigan, Father Chabot was ordained a
Maryknoll priest in June 1965 and sent to Bolivia. After a six-year as-
signment as an assistant pastor in Bolivia’s largest city, La Paz, Father
was reassigned to the River Apostolate of Bolivia’s remote northern
Amazon basin. In 1977, Father Chabot was appointed Regional Supe-
rior of the Bolivia Region and participated in the 7th General Chapter
at Maryknoll, New York. Upon his return to Bolivia, he was reap-
pointed Regional Superior of the Bolivia Region for another three-year
term. Father Chabot now serves out of Cincinnati to promote
Maryknoll’s mission work and to invite people to share the Good News
among peoples around the world. During his visit, you will be invited
to learn more about Maryknoll through the order’s magazine.

Helping the less fortunate is something all of us ponder in our charita-
ble giving. Beginning on the third Sunday in January, and continu-
ing thereafter, the 9 am Mass will incorporate a few changes: 1) I hope
to have a cohort of High School girls to serve Mass; 2) we will launch
a monthly non-perishable food drive to assist the St. Vincent de Paul
society; and 3), there will be a closing procession with some of the col-
lected food and the Blessed Sacrament: as we rejoice in the Real Pres-
ence and the Bread of Angels, we also strive to share earthly bread with
our needy neighbor. On this last point, it will be an opportunity to
“replenish” the Host in the Adoration Chapel (monthly), polish the
monstrance, and emphasize our Catholic Eucharistic mystery and treas-
