The Greenhouse Effect
Human activities are altering the climate of our
planet.
Carbon dioxide has increased by 25 % in the last two
centuries from burning fossil fuels and the
destruction of forests.

Air Pollution

High School Program
The high school handbook for the 2010-2011 school
year is available in the parish center in Kimberly
beginning May 17. It can be picked up in the
receptionists’ office. Summer school religion
courses will begin the week of July 12.

Adult Education
Our Lenten Questions/Answers sessions were
well-attended and resulted in an interest in
continuing the program. A suggestion was made to
have a Questions/Answers session once every
quarter of the year.

Technology can save us time &
money.

One easy way to accomplish all of the above is to sign
up for automatic withdrawal for your sacrificial
giving. This will save you some time and effort and
will save our church a significant amount of time,
effort, and expense. I note that:

It takes a total of 11 volunteers to open, verify,
and deposit the weekly envelopes.

It takes 3 hours of time to post these donations
in our systems.

It costs $5400 a year to print, assemble and mail
the packages of envelopes to our 1789 parish
households.

Each of these could be dramatically reduced or
eliminated through auto withdrawals, thereby;
allowing both our volunteer’s time and your
contributions to be directed to a more productive
purpose.

Auto withdrawal is safe, simple, and flexible. In fact
you probably already use it for your utility bill, your
health club membership, or other repetitive
payments. To use the auto withdrawal system for
your sacrificial giving, you simply need to complete a
brief form (which is periodically provided in the
offering envelopes) or contact Catherine at the
parish office at 788-7640 and provide a few pieces of
information. Based upon your instructions, funds
will be withdrawn automatically from your account
once each month. You do not need to give this
another thought and you incur no cost for this
service. If for any reason you want to stop using the
auto withdrawal system or to change the amount of
your contribution, simply contact Catherine at the
parish office and request the change.

This program has been available for more than five
years but to date less than 5% of our parishioners
use this system. The Finance Council strongly
encourages all members to sign up for auto
withdrawal for your sacrificial giving. It’s good for
you and very good for your church.

It even allows you to support your church in
“secret” as Matthew suggested in verse 6:3-4,
“when you give, do not let your left hand know what

Recently the Finance Council met with all parish
program administrators and chair people on their
individual program’s estimated year-end balances for
2010 along with proposed budget for the 2010 — 2011
fiscal year. A great concern on Finance Council’s mind
is the continued decrease in sacrificial giving. As of
March 30t sacrificial giving is down from anticipated
budget by $69,208.

Please note on the above financials for Holy Spirit
Parish which includes all programs; School, Faith
Formation, Youth Ministry, Buildings & Grounds,
Liturgical and Parish that we are behind our budget by
$85,038.

Because of the course we are on, Fr. Dave & Finance
Chair Alex Kowalski have asked all department heads
to cut spending to the bare essentials in an effort to end
the fiscal year (June 30th) in the “black”.

Letters will be sent out to parishioners as a “gentle”
reminder of their sacrificial giving pledge in
comparison to the actual amount of sacrificial giving as
another effort to forego a deficit in June. Please keep
Holy Spirit Parish in your prayers as we continue our
ministries and try to avoid a year-end deficit.
