The Feast of the Holy Family is not just about the Holy Family, dwbout our own families too. The main
purpose of the Feast is to present the Holy Family as the model foiCidtistian families, and for domestic life
in general. Our family life becomes sanctified when we live the lifeteg Church within our homes. This is
called the "domestic church" or the "church in miniature.” St. John Chrysostairged all Christians to make
each home a "family church,” and in doing so, we sanctify the familytudust how does one live out the
Church in the family? The best way is by making Christ and @hurch the center of family and individual life.
Ways to do this include: reading scripture regularly, praying daifttending Mass at least on Sundays and Holy
Days of Obligation, imitating the actions of the Holy Family, and s@ith, all done together as a family unit. In
addition to cultivating positive actions, the Church understands that various actiand behaviors are contrary
to God's Divine plan for the family, and these should be avoidehéeEe include abortion, contraception, same-
sex marriage, polygamy, embryonic stem-cell research, divorce, spabsak, child abuse, and co-habitation.
Catholic Teaching is that a marriage must be open to children. Anythingfenial that prevents this is contrary
to divine law, although spacing births for a just reason is permittadd may be licitly accomplished through
"natural family planning"). Also, poverty, lack of health care, and othgocial justice concerns must be
addressed by faithful Christians because of the negative effect these condiawaon the family unit. St. Paul
gives us some advice on family life in Colossians 3:12-21:

Census takers (als
known as enumerators) are hired to make sure our Southern India
cities, towns and counties are represented as accurately as possih
Their primary responsibility is to collect census information fra
residents that have not sent back their 2010 census form. They al
explain the purpose of the census and record their responses.

Census takers will be placed in their own communities. These
temporary jobs have flexible schedules and will not exceed 40 hou
per week. Census takers will be paid for training and reimbursed fi
work-related travel.

Testing to become a census taker is in progress now. To apply,
1-866-861-2010 to find out where and when the census test can b
taken.
