THE THIRD SUNDAY IN ORDINARY TIME   Today 
we hear in the opening words of Luke•s Gospel his reason 
for compiling his Gospel. He writes for Theophilus •so 
that [you] may see how reliable the instruction you  have 
received.• This story of Jesus who comes to •proclaim 
glad tidings to the poor . . . to announce a year of favor 
from the Lord• should make a profound difference in  the 
lives of all who hear it. In his humanity, Jesus reveals a 
God who is approachable and present to us in all that is 
good and right and loving around us. 
 While Israel longed for a Messiah who would lead 
them to victory and vindication, Jesus the Messiah comes 
with a much different message of humility, reconcil iation, 
compassion and forgiveness. The •good news• of the Gos-
pel calls to become rather than to shun, to lift up rather 
than condemn, to seek the humble way servanthood 
rather than the satisfaction of self-righteousness.
