Fourth Graders Learn to 
Recycle, Reduce and Reuse 
The St. Mary nativity Fourth Grade Class recently 
completed a project on recycling, reducing and reusing.  
The class learned of the benefits for the environment and 
how recycling reduces the amount of trash in landfills. 
 
Among the hands-on activities, the students learned how 
to recycle old newspapers into new paper.  They ripped the 
newspaper into small pieces, soaked it in water, put it into 
a blender to make paper pulp, laid it on a screen to drain 
excess water, flattened it with wax paper and heavy books 
and let it dry. 
 
The students were very excited to be able to use their new 
paper. 

After  completing their study of recycling, reducing and reusing, 
the fourth graders reviewed what was learned by using a 
flipchart from Promethean Planet.  Through the use of Smart 
Board© Technology, the students were able to enter into an 
interactive project which included challenging questions on their 
science project.

Scripture Reflection 
 It's the miracle that always captures the attention! Sight 
restored. Lame limbs healed. Hearing brought back. The dead 
raised. Water changed into wine. When you think about it, the 
first four are often routine today. Granted, the miracle doesn't 
happen every time. But many have their sight restored through 
cataract surgery. Broken bones that would have led to 
incapacitation are mended. Cochlear implants help some who 
did not hear. And even some people who were in cardiac arrest 
have been brought back. These medical miracles happen so 
regularly that we don't even advert to them as "miracles" 
anymore. They are "procedures." It's when things don't work 
that we get disappointed-and maybe even pray for a miracle. 
 Of course, we still haven't been able to crack that water
-into-wine thing. It is still a bona fide miracle.Relying on the 
miraculous misses the point that John is trying to make in today's 
Gospel. The "sign" is not about how much wine we can get out of 
Jesus, but rather that he was revealing his glory, leading his 
disciples to belief. The signs in John's Gospel are again and again 
about faith, about coming to believe in Jesus. 
 Praying for the miraculous can lead to an increase of 
faith. But we can't let the miracle-or lack thereof-get in the way 
of faith. Instead, we can let our faith uncover the miraculous that 
already takes place each day: the healing that goes on in 
hospitals; the amazing production of food that feeds so many; 
the growing ability of humankind to understand this created 
world; the wonder of a child who grows from just a few cells to 
an adult in the span of two decades. It's these miracles that can 
capture our attention and deepen our faith!
