The Week Ahead From the Pastor 
Dear Friends, 

In the fall of 2008, the Diocese of Joliet 
contracted with an out-of-state firm to 
undertake a strategic planning study for 
Catholic schools entitled, “Lighting the 
Path to Our Future: Strategic Plan for 
Catholic Schools.” Over the past fifteen 
months, there have been several 
meetings, including opportunities for 
input and discussion concerning Catholic 

education throughout our Diocese. 

Unfortunately, in the past few  weeks, there has been a great 
deal of conjecture, inaccurate information and a considerable 
number of unfounded rumors circulating about St. Mary Nativity 
School. 

A year ago, the consultants recommended that St. Mary Nativity 
work with a professional marketing company to “spread the 
good news” about our school.  As you know, this effort has been 
highly successful.  This school year, 65 new students were 
enrolled in St. Mary Nativity School. (With the ongoing 
recruitment efforts of each of our parishioners,  I have every 
confidence that this growth will continue.) 

In October, 2009, preliminary recommendations were presented 
to pastors, principals and parish representatives in meetings 
conducted in several regions of the Diocese concerning proposals 
for Catholic schools in DuPage, Will, Kendall and Kankakee 
Counties.  

Throughout the consultation process, the strategic planning 
study has consistently recognized the high quality of St. Mary 
Nativity’s educational offerings and has positively commented on 
the excellent condition of our physical plant.  In each of the 
proposed scenarios offered last fall, St. Mary Nativity was seen 
as having an integral role in providing Catholic Education to 
future generations of children in the Joliet area 

It takes a great deal of work to provide cutting-edge educational 
opportunities for our students.  Through the ongoing support 
and cooperation of parishioners, parents, dedicated faculty and 
staff that we are able to offer our young people the opportunity 
to grow spiritually, intellectually and emotionally. Your help in 
maintaining these high standards is deeply appreciated. 

When our school was established one hundred and three years 
ago, Archbishop James Quigley entrusted the members of our 
parish with the important responsibility of undertaking the 
education of our youth. I am grateful for the support you, along 
with Bishop Peter Sartain provide to St. Mary Nativity School 
today. Together we can look forward to the future with 
confidence as we build the foundation for each student’s lifelong 
success.

Missions are not found only in Africa, 
Asia, and Latin America. The missions 
are wherever Catholics are few and the 
Church is poor and fragile— in the vast 
wilderness of Alaska, in the Deep South,
