Musings from Fr. Kehoe:

Dear Fellow Parishioners of St. Joan of Arc,

Epiphany or Little Christmas is traditionally the end of the Christian holiday season. In times
past, it was twelve days after Christmas. In the contemporary liturgical calendar, the feast is
celebrated on the first Sunday after New Year’s Day. The following Sunddhe Baptism of
the Lord— now officially ends the winter holiday liturgical cycle but almost everyone in the
Chicago area puts away their Christmas paraphernalia well before that day.

Until quite recently, Epiphany was the official children’s gdiving day in most Latin Catholic
cultures. The Three Kings in Hispanic societies and La Bufana (the Christmas Witch) in Italy
brought gifts on that day. Like St. Nicolas Day which has suffered a similar devaluation in
North of the Alps Europe, Epiphany has faded as a celebration focus. As the customs of An-
glo-American societies have steadily achieved cultural dominance on a worldwide basis,
their near laser-like focus on Christmas and New Years has tended to smother different local
celebrations. Religiously, this is too bad!

St. Nicolas Day and Epiphany represent humans giving in the spirit of Christ. On the other
hand, Christmas personifies the Father’s great gift to us in Jesus Christ. Human sharing,
solidarity and selfless giving are wonderful responses to God’s great gift of the Son. As nec-
essary and praiseworthy as they are, they pale when compared with the Fatheragnum
donum of the Savior Jesus Christ. It would be a significant spiritual loss if the Father’s gift of
the Christchild and our generous human response as sisters and brothers of the Son were
conflated and hopelessly confused in the world’s popular culture.

The Father’s decision to have the Holy Spirit overshadow the Virgin Mary and to link God and
man genetically through the Son who is truly God and truly marthe great gift! Our gener-

ous gift-giving is much more significant than snow or sleigh rides or reindeers or feasting to
understanding and celebrating God'’s gift but it is just as much “frosting on the cake.” The
Gift is Jesus Chridt To use the popular slogan of a few year’'s ago“Where’s the Beef?” —

as a comparison point Jesuss the beef- the reason for the season!
