The Baptism of the Lord 

This Sunday we celebrate the Baptism of the Lord.  It also signifies the official end of the Christmas 
season in the church.  We have all heard the Gospel story of Jesus’ baptism and know well the last words of 
that Gospel, “You are my beloved Son, in whom I am well pleased.” 

This year as we celebrate this beautiful feast though, think of the first line of the 1st reading, 
“Comfort, give comfort to my people”, and also to Isaiah’s words in the response, “He shall bring forth jus-
tice to the nations.”   As Jesus begins his ministry these are the phrases that we see him living each day.  
He comforted those he encountered - the less fortunate in the world, the lowly, those in need, those strug-
gling with issues in their lives and so many more.   In doing so he tried to bring justice where there seemed 
to be none – feeding the hungry, healing the sick, and challenging a society that allowed people to suffer 
like this. 

 
This past fall, as part of my degree program, I began doing an internship at 4th Presbyterian Church 

in Chicago.   Every Sunday afternoon, this church opens it doors to those in need.  The Social Services De-
partment offers computer time, health care, social activities, a place to talk to a minister and then serves a 
meal to these guests.  Each Sunday more than 150 people come in off the streets and from their subsidized 
housing.  During my time there, I have met some wonderful outgoing people and listened to some very sad 
stories of how lives were disrupted.  Many of these guests at the church are well educated people who have 
lost their jobs in today’s economy.  They are war veterans who could not find employment.  They are people 
whose lives fell a part when they turned to alcohol and drugs to ease the pain.   Each Sunday they come to 
4th Presbyterian for an afternoon of comfort, friendship and care.  Each Sunday, I feel that I have done some 
good but realize that what I experience is only the tip of the iceberg.  What does this mean for me in the fu-
ture?  I am not sure but it has broadened my horizons and I see things differently.  I also have become more 
aware of what else is being done in the world to help “comfort His people” and “bring justice to the na-
tions.” 

 
During my time at 4th Presbyterian I have met some Loyola Academy students who are doing service 

for their social justice courses.  Our own SJA St. Vincent de Paul Society is working overtime to visit people 
in need and help them with their needs.  Each month our soup kitchen crews prepare meals and sand-
wiches.  Many have donated to St. Agnes.   We have lent a hand to S.O.C.K.S in Skokie.  Our confirmation 
students reached out to those in need at local hospitals and food pantries and to those in Africa and South 
America. 

 
So as we celebrate our Lord’s Baptism, reflect on where in your life you comfort people and what do you do 
to bring justice to our society.   I am reminded of the story of Loaves and Fishes where 5000 were fed.   
Some scholars say that the miracle came when those in Jesus presence shared what they had - be it a little 
or be it a lot.   But at least each did something.     And so must we.  So that when God looks down up us, 
each of us his child, he will be able to say, “In you I am well pleased.”

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After all the people had been baptized and Jesus 
also had been baptized and was praying, heaven 
was opened and the Holy Spirit descended upon him 
in bodily form like a dove.
