Thoughts from Michael Kaltenberg:

Second Sunday in Ordinary Time

In Paul’s letter to the Corinthians we hear a familiar reading about the gifts that the Holy Spirit has be-
stowed up people. Each person has a choice as to how to use these gifts or even if they will use the gifts he
or she has been given.

Today, in John’s Gospel, we hear story of the wedding feast at Cana. Jesus performs his first mira-
cle. Jesus’ miracle gives the guests at the wedding feast the gift of the finest wine. In providing that gift, in
performing his first miracle, Jesus discloses to us who he is. And while his disciples may not fully compre-
hend what has happened, they began to believe in him.

It is that same for us. When others use the gifts we have been given, they reveal a part of them-
selves to us. Their words and actions reveal their personalities. And when we learn something new about
someone, we kind of go “Ah”, we are enlightened. If you think about it, it is in that moment we choose
whether to become closer to those people or to drift away from them. It is that “Ah” moment that deter-
mines where the relationship will go.

And the reverse is also true. People have those “Ah” moments with us, when we use our gifts and
reveal to them who we are. We give others signs of who we really are.

As we begin Ordinary Time, we must not hear the scriptures as something ordinary. We must look
anew at the signs that are revealed to us in scripture about Jesus. In the story of Cana, Jesus has the jars
filled with water and when the headwaiter tastes it, it is the finest of wines. The water used may remind us
of the waters our own Baptism. Water changed into wine. Should we not connect this sign to our celebra-
tion of the Eucharist? We need to see these connections and realize that Jesus is present and connected to
our lives today.

We must carefully keep watch and see the gifts and signs that Jesus shares. We must learn to hear scrip-
ture with fresh ears so that we have those “Ah” moments with Jesus so that we can deepen our faith in him,
the Savior, who has come to redeem each and every one of us.
