Musings from Fr. Kehoe: 
 
Dear Fellow Parishioners of St. Joan of Arc, 
 
Today’s Musings deal from a different perspective with some of the same issues of appearance and judg-
ment touched upon by Brian Doyle in the First Things reprint of last week. 
 
Authors Rachel Rayborn and James D. Wright writing in the July-August edition of Society posit a new preju-
dice they call “lookism”.  They suggest that “…ugly people commit more serious crimes because of greater 
aggressiveness born of a lifetime of discrimination.  Our society has only recently condemned discrimination 
based on skin color, gender, and religious affiliation, but we encourage prejudice against the unattractive.  
Is it not at least plausible that this continual, underlying, and accepted form of discrimination leads unat-
tractive individuals to aggressive tendencies, including sexual offenses?” 
 
Whatever the relevance of this observation for the academic discipline of criminal sociology, it has clear 
value for those probing how Christians should live in ordinary life.  Serious Catholics should make sustained 
efforts not to judge others by their appearance.  Whether the person has shaggy hair, a buzz cut, the dyed 
look, frazzled hair, etc.  this is simply only one facet of who the individual is.  The same truth applies to 
whether someone is chubby or thin, tall or short, small boned or big boned or any other way of categorizing 
an individual physically.  These types of description may be handy monikers but clearly do not adequately 
analyze another potential sister or brother of Jesus Christ. 
 
Two different recent incidents brought this all too human tendency front and center in my mind.  The first 
was the photo of several Chicago Blackhawk players pictured bare-chested with beer and unknown women 
in a limousine.  I thought and thoughtlessly and uncharitably repeated my observation that the ladies ap-
peared “corn-fed.”  Obviously, on further reflection, this characterization of mine appeared not only puerile, 
but clearly un-Christian. 
 
The second occurrence was seeing snippets of Schrek I  and its wholesome message de-bunking in a non-
preachy way the foolishness of “lookism”.  Both incidents together brought home to me the ease (at least 
for me) of falling into conventional categorizations and the need for serious Christians to routinely monitor 
their ordinary comments systematically.  
 
My mom had a very relevant aphorism:  You can never tell a book by its cover.  Moms are always right!
