Relevant Radio is run by lay people and is not an official
arm of the Catholic Church. While RR and its roster of well-
known Catholic media personalities has done a lot of good
and is generally consistent with Church teaching, there is no
control over the opinions expressed in the call-in shows.

Just because something has been stated on RR does not
automatically make it Catholic doctrine.

R ecently | had an extended conversation with a
person who did not identify himself. He had
heard a call-in show on Relevant Radio in which virtu-
ally all those who offered an opinion were dead-set
against the health care reforms that Congress was de-
bating at the time. As near as | could tell, he wanted to
know if Relevant Radio was a official spokesman for
the Catholic Church. The simple answer: it is not.
