L ent begins in two and one-half weeks; Ash 
Wednesday is February 17. These couple of 

weeks of Ordinary Time allow some opportunity for 
your Lenten preparations. The three traditional peni-
tential practices of prayer, fasting and almsgiving 
make a good starting point. There is no one way or 
right way of implementing these practices into your 
Lenten journey, so try to be spiritually creative as you 
seek to live the penitential spirit of Lent.  

As far as the Church’s rules for Lent are concerned, 
here’s a review of who is expected to do what: 

· First of all, Ash Wednesday is NOT a holy day 
of obligation; it never has been. However, as the 
beginning of the grace-filled season of Lent, it 
obviously is a special day. 

· Abstinence from meat is to be observed on Ash 
Wednesday and all the Fridays of Lent. This rule 
applies to all those who are 14 years of age or 
older. 

· The rule of fasting (one full meal and two smaller 
meals to sustain energy, with no eating between meals) 
applies on Ash Wednesday and Good Friday to all 
those 18 years of age and not yet 59. It does not apply 
to those whose  health would be adversely affected by 
fasting. 

In our area there are many opportunities for spiritual 
growth during Lent. Certainly coming to the Sacrament of 
Penance is important—especially if you haven’t come to this 
sacrament for a while. Other opportunities abound here in our 
parish and in other parishes within the Wisconsin Rapids 
Deanery.  

Plan ahead for Lent. Don’t miss out on the opportunity to 
journey with Jesus in the desert so that you can more fully 
participate in his death and resurrection.
