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PAPER PULPIT  (OR REFLECTIONS  OFF THE 
TOP OF THE PASTOR ’S HEAD ) 

L ast week I mentioned that one of the important 
ways to enter into the penitential spirit of Lent 

would be to come to the Sacrament of Penance.   
Every Catholic pastor is well aware that many of his 

parishioners haven’t come to confession in years. It’s 
one of the sad realities of modern Catholicism, and it 
goes along with a general lack of understanding and 
appreciation for what the Church’s sacraments are. I 
think it also reflects a poor understanding of the reality 
of sin. 

So here I go, pouring out more of that much-
maligned (and often ridiculed) “Catholic guilt”? Sorry, 
but I think that a modest dose of good “Catholic guilt” 
might be just what the doctor ordered. There are many 
Catholics who should feel guilty for how little they 
know about their faith...and how little they really care 
to know. 

The sacraments are Jesus’ work. It is Jesus who 
gives us his body and blood in the Eucharist. It is Jesus 
who heals in the Anointing of the Sick. It is...dare I say 
it?...Jesus who forgives sins in the Sacrament of Pen-
ance. So come to Jesus for forgiveness. Let his love 
and compassion embrace you there. 

I  honestly think that part of the problem many 
Catholics have with the Sacrament of Penance has 
nothing to do with the “mechanics” of going to confes-

sion or the embarrassment of telling sins to another human 
being. No, I think it has a lot to do with a kind of spiritual 
blindness to sin. Our culture has so imbued us with an 
“anything goes” mentality for so many years that a healthy 
sense of sin no longer peeks through the curtains of self-
indulgence.  

A good examination of conscience takes some work and 
lots of prayer. There are many online examples of the exami-
nation of conscience, some better than others. Here’s one of 
the better ones that I found: http://www.fisheaters.com/
penance.html . It’s not easy to be realistic about our need for 
forgiveness, since it implies that we’ve done something 
wrong. But who hasn’t? And who doesn’t need forgiveness?
