EPIPHANY HOUSE BLESSING 
 

     Epiphany is one of the oldest Christian holy 
days along with Christmas and Easter.  The 
festival originated in the Eastern Church and 
was adopted in the Western Church by the 4th century.  It      
introduces Jesus to the Gentiles through the story of the Wise 
Men’s visit in Bethlehem.  Epiphany continues to show us who  
Jesus is through the story of his Baptism and his first miracle - 
the changing of water into wine at the wedding in Cana.   
     One of the traditions we have is the blessing of our home 
during Epiphany.  Read Matthew 2: 1-12 and then write the   
following in chalk on the lintel (top of doorframe) of the main 
door inside of the home: 

 20 + C + M + B + 10 
     The number of the new year is split at the beginning and 
end.  The initials C, M, and B represent Caspar, Melchior and 
Balthasar, the three Wise Men.  They also stand for “Christus 
mansionem benedicat,” May Christ bless this house which is     
spoken as the blessing is written.
