Catholic Relief Services (CRS), the official international humanitarian agency of 
the U.S. Catholic Church, is responding to victims of the massive earthquake in 
Haiti. CRS Country Representative in Haiti, Karel Zelenka, described               
Port-au-Prince as "covered with a plume of dust from damaged buildings." 
 

"I've been in earthquakes before, but I've never felt anything like this," Zelenka 
said, speaking from the city of two million people. "This was a major hit. And it 
was direct. We should be prepared for thousands and thousands of dead and 
injured."

Fatima, Portugal is world-famous resulting from the 1917               
apparitions of Our Lady of Fatima to three peasant children.  The 
name Fatima is an Arabic woman’s name and the name of           
Muhammad’s daughter who was the wife of Ali, the fourth Caliph of 
the Islamic empire.  The town is named for a 12th century Muslim 
princess who was part of the Muslim rule that had control of the  
region since the 8th century.  She was captured by Christian forces 
as they re-conquered the land.  She subsequently converted to      
Catholicism and in 1158 married one of the conquering Catholic 
knights.  

Islam for Catholics – 101 
The fourth class of Islam for Catholics will meet February 3 
from 6:30 to 7:30 PM.  The topic will be “Qur’an Passages Notable 
for Christians.”  We will examine the parts of the Qur’an that       
discuss Jesus and Mary.  Jesus is the second most frequently 
named prophet in the Qur’an (second to Moses).
