Islam for Catholics – 101 
The fifth class of Islam for Catholics  will meet February 10 from 
6:30 to 7:30 PM at Forty Martyrs.  The topic will be “The Doctrine 
and Ethics of Islam.”  We will examine The Five Pillars of Islam 
which are the doctrinal foundation of the religion, and the Six      
Pillars of Faith which are what Muslims must believe.  We will also     
examine Islamic law (shariah ), jihad  (which literally means 
“struggle”), and the issue of violence in radical/extremist Islam.  
New class members are welcome.  Notes will be available from    
previous classes. 

History of Christian-Muslim 
Interactions- 

DID YOU KNOW? 
Stringed beads like a rosary for 
keeping count of prayers have a 
long history and possibly    
originated in ancient India.  
Muslim prayer beads have 99 
beads for reciting the 99 Names 
of God (short stings have 33 
beads each used three times).  
The 99 names come from the 
Qur’an and are God attributes 
such as The Merciful, The    
Loving, and The Eternal.    
Muslim prayer beads are one 
bead less than the 100 bead 
loop used by Eastern Orthodox 
Christians to repeatedly say 
what is called “The Jesus 
Prayer” which is: “Lord Jesus 
Christ, Son of God, have mercy 
on me, a sinner.”  Muslim 
prayer beads have only 99 
beads because of the Islamic 
tradition that the 100 th Name of 
God is a mystery.

Our Lady of Lourdes 
February 11 we celebrate the feast of Mary, Our Lady of 
Lourdes.  Lourdes is located in the Pyrenees mountains in the 
southern part of France.  Our story begins on February 11, 1858 
with 14 year old Bernadette Soubirous who while gathering 
wood just outside of town saw a beautiful young woman dressed in white 
who spoke to her.  Bernadette saw the vision 18 times.  When she asked 
who she was, the woman told her she was the “Immaculate Conception”.  
During a later appearance, she told Bernadette to dig for water with her 
hands.  When she did, she uncovered a spring.  The spring still flows, at a 
rate of 27,000 gallons of water a day.  Many people have come to 
Lourdes to bathe in the healing waters of the spring and pray for healing 
from all kinds of diseases.  Many people have been healed from all kinds 
of illnesses when they visited the shrine and bathed or drank the water.
