I held a number of part-time jobs when I 
was growing up and also worked a few full 
time jobs. I was a factory worker, machinist, 

paper boy, washed cars, baker, salesman, banker and 
police officer. Wherever I worked, one thing was always the 
same. My coworkers would eventually get around to saying, 
“Nobody appreciates what we do. If it weren’t for us, this 
place would fall apart.”
