Notes From The Nurse 
How To Care For Your Child's First 

Teeth 
A child's primary teeth, sometimes called 
"baby teeth," are as important as the 

permanent adult teeth. 
· Primary teeth typically begin to appear when a baby is 
between age six months and one year.  
· Primary teeth help children chew and speak.  
· Primary teeth hold space in the jaws for permanent 
teeth that are developing under the gums.  
The ADA recommends that a dentist examine a child within 
six months of the eruption of the first tooth and no later than 
the first birthday.  A dental visit at an early age is a "well 
baby checkup" for the teeth.  
· Besides checking for tooth decay and other problems, 
the dentist can demonstrate how to clean the child's teeth 
properly and how to evaluate any adverse habits such as 
thumb sucking.

As many of you already know, this ministry provides a luncheon for the family 
and friends of a deceased member of our parish buried from St. Martin de 
Porres Church or for whom a Memorial Mass is held.  The lunch is served in 
either the Knobbe House or the Parish Center gym depending on the size of the 
crowd expected.   We provide ham and cheese for sandwiches, side dishes, 
desserts, coffee, tea and lemonade.  There are four teams consisting of a 
Captain, who takes care of shopping for ham, cheese, drinks, etc and 
approximately 20 to 25 team members who prepare (at home) and donate the  
various side dishes and desserts.  The paper products are supplied by St. 
Martin de  Porres Men’s Club.  The luncheon is served by the captain and 2 or 3 
team members.  We rotate teams so that the same people are not called upon 
for every funeral 
 
Periodically, we try to recruit new members and confirm that those currently on 
our lists are able to continue in this ministry.
