ON THE CANVAS 
 

I guess all of us have seen one or more of 
the Rocky movies. He is in the boxing ring, 
battling it out and he is getting pummeled by 
his opponent. After being hit too hard and 

too many times, he falls to the canvas and appears not to 
have the strength to continue. He is down on the canvas 
and the referee is counting and the tension is building. We 
hear the men in his corner saying “Get Up…get up…you 
can do it!” Then we hear the crowd join in yelling “Get up…
get up! It is just a simple couple of words, but it is precisely 
what inspires the seemingly defeated Rocky. 
 
We need to remember this little story and know in those 
difficult times that God is as close to us as ever. We fall to 
our knees because out sins have knocked us down on the 
canvas. I guess being knocked down is necessary. 
Recognizing our failings are the first step to healing, the first 
step to being created a new. Remaining on our knees is not 
a good thing. It is simply not OK to wallow in our 
unworthiness. God appears to not want that at all. It is not 
ok to let our sins paralyze us or persuade us to give up 
trying to be faithful. We need to rise and get on with the 
Lord’s work. 
 
We all have made mistakes, poor choices and just 
generally messed up. All of us have sinned and turned 
away from God, strayed from the path. This can make us 
feel unworthy and unlovable. When things really get bad, 
we may even begin to think and feel that God wants nothing 
to do with us. 
 
No matter how we see ourselves in relation to God, whether 
things are going well or whether we’re mired in sin, God 
always sees more, imagines more, hopes for more, and 
believes in our basic goodness and capacity to be more. 
Knowing this and believing it are tremendous blessings, for 
sometimes it can feel as if we’re in that ring, getting a little 
bruised and battered. When that time comes and we find 
ourselves face to face with the canvas, let’s reach for the 
Lord’s hand and listen for his voice. “Get up, get up---I’ve 
got something I need you to do, someone I need you to be.”
