____Spend time in prayer before our Lord in the Blessed Sacrament 

____Pray the Rosary as a family for loved ones who have gone before us, poor souls in purgatory or for our priests  

 

2. Instruct the ignorant 

____Have a conversation on Church teachings with your children, co-workers, friends or family members 

____Attend a FIRE Class and listen to the Radio Show on Shine 99 at 9:30 am on Sunday mornings 

____Read a paragraph in the CCC or a chapter in the Bible after dinner and discuss with friends or family 

____As an individual or family read the Sunday readings prior to Mass 

____Listen to a Catholic recording online or pick up a CD in the Narthex 

 

3. Counsel the doubtful 

____Invite a non-practicing or lukewarm Catholic to Mass, dinner, or a Church function. 

____Give someone a CD or book on the faith such as Rediscovering Catholicism or Fr. Ted’s Pastoral Letters 

____Go to the Sacrament of Reconciliation and take a friend or your entire family 

 

4. Comfort the sorrowful 

____Pray with someone who is hurting, visit a nursing home or send a card or care package to someone in need 

____Make an effort to smile at everyone you pass by all day or do something special for your spouse or friend 

____Pray the rosary as a family for someone   

 

5. Bear wrongs patiently 

____Pray for those who have wronged you  

____As a family or individually, offer a fast for someone who has wronged you or others 

 

6. Forgive all injuries 

____Pray for the ability to forgive, forgive as fast as you can and pray an Our Father 

____Offer up a Mass for the person who caused injury 

____Pray the Divine Mercy Chaplet as a family 

 

 

7. Admonish the sinner 

____Speak up against immoral behavior, speak up when someone uses the Lord’s name in vain or uses profanity  

____Speak up for the Culture of Life, participate in a silent, prayerful protest in front of Planned Parenthood  

____Have a family discussion about inappropriate TV programs, throw out unsuitable DVDs
