2 FROM THE PASTOR’S DESK

Many years ago, [ was living in Green Bay and trying to decide what church I
wanted to attend. Thanks to all of my years of being a camp counselor near Green Bay, |
knew a lot of pastors and was considering the congregations where my “favorite” pastors
served. The one I really wanted to check out was a good half hour away on the total
opposite side of town. My wise mother pointed out to me that, “Pastors come and go.
You need to find a church near you based on the congregation, not the pastor.”

Now that I’'m actually living the life of a pastor, I realize the truth of her advice.
I have changed calls more than a few times, as most pastors do. Many of you are just

experiencing that for the first time. In the listening sessions, a few people have expressed m;@?ﬁ " Rs{“
Ay

their fear that the congregation will lose a lot of people now that Pastor Jennifer has left. &

“How will we survive?” That is a sign that many of you are thinking along the lines of a “pastor-centered”
church. Everything hinges on the pastor for survival. Well, let me tell you, you are way stronger than that. And
you are much too large to be a congregation where everything hinges on the pastor.

A pastoral-size congregation is usually defined as 51-150 people in worship. You are a program-size con-
gregation with 151-400 attending worship on an average weekend. In a pastoral-size church, building one-to-one
pastoral relationships usually comes first. At program size, your priorities will be high-quality Sunday worship,
lay leadership development, and reliable systems of member care and involvement (including strong lay teams
for pastoral care and new-member ministry). The pastor is still important to the ministry and growth, but in a
“pastor-led” role rather than “pastor-centered.”

In an article from the United Methodist Church, I found the following definition: “Pastor-centered means a
pastor is hired to care for the congregation, entertain the congregation, and do ministry for the congregation.” (I
have a problem with the language of “hired,” but that’s a topic for another column.) In making the shift to pastor-
led and program size, the role of the pastor is to recruit, train, and equip people for leadership and lay members
(meaning you who sit in the chairs on a Sunday morning) to engage in hands-on ministry. The pastor is still en-
gaged in hands-on ministry also, but as a part of the team.

The TAG process that your congregation went through over the last couple of years is a very helpful tool
to present a model of organization that can help you make the transition from being pastor-centered to being pas-
tor-led. The most important part of that process is the core values and mission that you developed identifying who
you are and your purpose as a congregation. Everything else is designed to help you live into it.

Making the transition from being dependent upon the pastor for everything in the congregation is a long
process and transition. It takes time to build trust and a sense of urgency in the transition. Because Pastor Jenni-
fer has now taken a new call, the sense of urgency is definitely there. The trust is still taking some time to develop
- trust in the process, trust in your leadership, trust in your interim pastor who is supposed to now help to recruit
and equip you as leaders, and even trust in your own gifts for ministry. A successful transition will most likely
take at least a year, but this is really the perfect time for you to develop this new way of understanding ministry,
before you call a new pastor to continue leading you in the ways of strong ministry and strong lay leadership.
You all play a crucial role in the process with your commitment, your support, and your willingness to serve.
Ministry is not about what pleases a few individuals, but about what is good for the whole life of the congregation.

I urge you all to be patient now with this process and transition. It takes time to change the mind-set of a
congregation, and for you to grow into this new identity. It takes some trial and error, some successes and some
failures. You will need to give it time to “live into it” and see how it fits. Just remember, the center of the church
isn’t the pastor, it’s Jesus.

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EXPLORE THE JOYS OF TRIALS

Pain and suffering are unavoidable on this earth, and the Bible
warns Christians they'll face extra hardships for their faith. Yet
Scripture adds that we should “consider it pure joy” when we “face
trials of many kinds” (James 1:2, NIV). So how can you—and your
teenagers—make the leap from struggling with trials to embracing
them as an important part of your faith journey?

Counselor and avid outdoorsman Steve Merritt says when you're
lost in the woods, there’s incredible relief at finding a trail, even
though you still have a ways to go. “Life sometimes provides times
when we know we aren't home yet, but we know we’re on the
way,” he writes. “God has us in his strong arms, and there’s a solid
faith that the struggle, doubt, loneliness, or whatever befalls us
here will someday be a faint, distant dream. | desperately need to
remember times I've found the way—or maybe when the way has
found me.”

Merritt recommends helping teenagers build “places of memory,”
as the Israelites did in the Old Testament. “Help them drive a stake
in the ground, where the fog of life’s fears, worries, and troubles
lifts, and God's presence and character shine through. Tell kids
stories of when this has happened in your life and how you've
chosen to remember those times—giving you hope for the times
when the trail is hard to find.”

6 PARISH NURSE

Dear Friends,

A wonderful opportunity is once again coming to Kenosha and you can be a part of the experience. KEEP (Kidney Early Evaluation
Program) is a free health screening program offered by the National Kidney Foundation (NKF) for individuals at increased risk of
developing kidney disease. NKF in partnership with Aurora Health Care Parish Nurse Program will be conducting this screening on
Saturday, March 3rd from 9:00 a.m. to 1:00 p.m. in the Multi-purpose room at Lord of Life, 5601 Washington Rd. Kenosha, WI.

Who Should Attend a KEEP screening?

You should attend a KEEP screening if you are 18 years or older and have one or more of the
following:

e Diabetes m HEART

e High Blood Pressure -Blood pressure is the force your blood puts on the walls of your blood e
vessels as your heart works. Uncontrolled high blood pressure can cause heart disease, stroke,
kidney disease and damage to the blood vessels

e A parent, brother or sister with diabetes, high blood pressure or kidney disease

e KEEP is only a screening service and not meant to provide a diagnosis or replace regular visits with your healthcare provider.

One or more of these services will be provided to you at the screening:

e Blood pressure, height, weight and waist circumference measurements National Kidney
e Blood and urine tests for signs of diabetes and kidney disease including: Foundation
o Blood glucose taken in order to check current blood sugar

Hemoglobin, a blood test for anemia

Albumin to creatinine ratio (protein in urine) \ EVALUATION
Serum creatinine (measures how well kidneys are filtering blood) PROGRAM

Estimated Glomerular Filtration Rate (test for kidney function)
Total cholesterol, HDL, LDL and triglycerides
Some participants will also have their calcium, phosphorus, PTH and/or Hemoglobin Alc drawn

Some of your test results will be reviewed and provided to you on site by a clinician, while certain blood work will be sent to a lab and
you will be contacted with the results. With your permission, your results will also be sent to your healthcare provider or you will be
referred to a healthcare provider or public health facility if needed. Additional free educational information will be available. You will
also be invited to attend a KEEP screening every year.

This is your year to get fit and stay healthy. Don’t let your loved ones or yourself be left in the dark in regards to your wellbeing. Hurry
and get your appointment time scheduled for March 3rd before the slots fill up. For more information or to make an appointment, call

From the American Journal of Infection Control:

“Within the CDC, the consensus is that a theoretic risk of transmitting infectious diseases by using a common communion cup exists....
Experimental studies have shown that bacteria and viruses can contaminate a common communion cup and survive, despite the alcohol
content of the wine. Therefore, an ill person or asymptomatic carrier (someone who has a respiratory infection or virus, but has no symptoms
they are aware of) drinking from the common cup could potentially expose other members of the congregation to pathogens present in
saliva. In summary, the risk for infectious disease transmission by a common communion cup is very low, and appropriate safeguards — that
is, wiping the interior and exterior rim between communicants, use of care to rotate the cloth during use, and use of a clean cloth for each
service — would further diminish the risk. In addition, sharing the communion cup is discouraged if a person has an active respiratory
infection, or moist or open sores on their lips.”

From Your Parish Nurse: As noted above, according to the Center for Disease Control and Prevention (CDC), flu transmission is possible
through drinking from a common cup during Holy Communion services, although the risk is considered very low if proper safeguards are
practiced. The CDC has not indicated a need for any changes in the church’s practice of offering the Communion cup. It is always left to
the discretion of each individual as to whether they will receive from the Communion cup, but it is definitely advisable to refrain from
drinking wine from the common cup during Holy Communion if you have any symptoms of cold or flu, no matter how minor they
may seem to you.

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January 9, 2012 Council Meeting Notes

*Members from the Stewardship Team were present at the beginning of the meeting to discuss the ELCA Grant and the 2012
holistic stewardship plan. The grant has been denied as a result of Pastor Jennifer’'s departure. The council has been working
with ELCA leadership to reverse this decision. As a result, the synod has suggested that the stewardship team, along with
some council members, meet with Keith Mundy, Director of Stewardship, on two separate evenings in February to discuss in
more detail the stewardship plan.

*The Stewardship team has had some turnover. Bill Chase stepped down as the Stewardship Leader due to personal and
professional priorities taking his time at present. Council is actively seeking additional members for this team.

*After these meetings in February with the ELCA to discuss our stewardship plan, council will meet with the Chicago Synod to
present our case on why we feel the grant decision should be reversed. A reversal is rare, but council feels that we need to
move forward and try to reverse the decision.

*Members of the Finance Team were present to discuss the 2012 budget and information regarding possibly refinancing the
mortgage. Both of these items will be presented to the congregation at the annual meeting set for January 29, 201 2.

*In preparation for the annual congregational meeting, there will be informational meetings facilitated by Church Council and
the Finance Team on two separate weekends. The informational meetings will be held the weekends of January 21t and
January 28t — the Saturday meetings will be held immediately after the 5:30 services and the Sunday meetings will be held
between services from 9:15 — 10:15. The 2012 budget will be available at all meetings along with a power point handout
from the Finance Team.

*Council, along with main ministry leaders, will be meeting with John Holm to review the TAG process and the organizational
transition on January 17, The meeting will help to update Pastor Kris and those who were not involved in the initial process
as to how we got to this point and to confirm with us that we are moving in the right direction and align on the next steps.
*Council is continuing to contact individuals to be the Servanthood Ministry Lead. We are looking at other options by asking
individuals to prayerfully consider a co-lead or partnership leadership.

*Pastor Kris has been conducting listening sessions for the congregation at various times. She believes the sessions are going
well and has enjoyed meeting various members of the congregation.

*Pastor Kris closed the meeting with a short devotion.
