[20 words] Mary’s last words in the
Bible are at the wedding feast at
Cana. She says to Jesus, “They have
no more wine;” then to the servants,
“Do whatever he tells you!” [10 words]

Mary is a woman of few words, [a total
of 175 words recorded in the Bible].
But what powerful words they are!
From “May it be done unto me accord-
ing to your word.” to “Do whatever he
tells you!” she gives us a model of
faith, courage, and openness to God’s
will. She challenges us to listen to Je-
sus in prayer and to do whatever he
tells us; to become all that God cre-
ated us to be.
