WHAT IS THE RCIA RITE OF ELECTION?

At this key moment in the RCIA process, the Bishop recoghizes the catechu-
mens from each parish, for he is the sign of unity of the Diocesan Church.

The decision of an RCIA participant to go through this Rite means that the
judgment and decision-making about whether to enter the Catholic Church has
ended. From this point forward, the unbaptized are no longer catechumens but
are called the “Elect.” They have been chosen to enter the final period of prepa-
ration for Initiation and are called by the Bishop, their shepherd, to the holy
mysteries to be celebrated at Easter.

At the same liturgical celebration, the Rite of Call to Continuing Conversion is
celebrated for the candidates, who are already among “the Elect” by their Bap-
tism. The Bishop recognizes their intention to be fully initiated and share in the
Eucharist, and addresses them as follows: “Hear the Lord’s call to conversion
and be faithful to your baptismal covenant.”
