Luke 2:41-52 

The one story in the Gospels about Jesus from his birth to his public ministry 
tells of an embarrassing incident when Jesus was twelve and his parents leave him 
behind in Jerusalem after the Passover. They find him with the Jewish rabbis 
and men who daily taught and debated on the steps of the Temple [equivalent to 
a modern university] who were amazed by his questions and answers. Yet, Mary 
chides Jesus for staying behind.
