In his home town of Nazareth Jesus read a 
passage from Isaiah that prophesied the 
coming of the Messiah. He closed the scroll 
and claimed it had been fulfilled in their 
hearing. They “all spoke highly of him and 
were amazed at the gracious words that came 
from his mouth.” But they instinctively 
realized that if Jesus, the son of Mary and 
Joseph, the carpenter, was truly the Messiah, 
he was destined to do great things.
