That greeting will be said and heard for at least the first couple of weeks as the new year gets underwa
But the day celebrated as New Year’s Day in modern America was not always January 1.

The celebration of the new year is the oldest of all holidays. It was first observed in ancient Babylon abc
4000 years ago. In the years around 2000 BC, Babylonians celebrated the beginning of a new year on what is
the end of March. Late March is actually a logical choice for the beginning of the new year. It is the time of ye:
when crops are planted and everything begins to get green again and grow. January 1, has no astronomical o
agricultural significance. It is purely arbitrary.

The Romans continued to observe the new year on March 25, but their calendar was continually tampe
with by various emperors so their calendar was soon out of sync with the sun. In order to set the calendar rigt
the Roman senate, in 153 BC, declared January 1 to be the beginning of the new year. They still tampered un
Julius Caesar, in 46 BC, established what was to become known as the Julian calendar.

Although in the first centuries AD the Romans continued to celebrate the new year, the early Catholic
Church condemned the festivities as paganism. But as Christianity became more widespread, the early churct
began having its own religious observances concurrently with many of the pagan celebrations, and New Year’
Day was no different.

During the Middle Ages, the Church remained opposed to celebrating New Years. The date was chang
to Dec. 24!, the birth of Jesus. Then it was changed to March 25 again for the Annunciation. Finally, ifi the 16
century, Pope Gregory Xlll revised the Julian calendar, and the celebration of New Year’'s was returned to Jan
1.

The Julian calendar is a solar calendar while the Chinese calendar is a lunar calendar. That is why thei
new year begins sometime between January 19 and February 21.

Although the date for New Year’s Day is not the same in every culture, it is always a time of celebration
and for customs to ensure good luck in the coming year, such as a new year’s resolution.

The tradition of resolutions also dates back to the early Babylonians. Their most popular resolution was
return borrowed farm equipment.

A resolution is a commitment that an individual makes to a project or the reforming of a habit, often a
lifestyle change that is generally interpreted as advantageous.

There are many opportunities for new commitment at Faith such as Choir, Handbells, Praise Team,
Sunday'’s Cool, Circle Groups, Committees, etc.
