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   Our parish community is blessed 

with an abundance of volunteers 

assisting daily in our church and 

school.  Such volunteerism is the 

backbone to a quality community 

environment for all involved.   So, 

what happens when those outside of 

our parish community need help? 

   The Red Cross of Greater Indian-

apolis is here to help those who re-

quest it.  Located in downtown Indi-

anapolis, the headquarters houses a 

multitude of services for our local 

community, and also provides na-

tional disaster assistance.  The or-

ganization relies on the support and 

humanitarian effort of volunteers to 

help fill all the necessary roles. 

   I started volunteering for the Red 

Cross about two years ago.  My 

husband’s grandmother had recently 

passed away and had  been a fervent 

volunteer for the Fort Wayne Red 

Cross.  I have always had a keen 

interest in volunteering, and after 

some research, I knew I could help 

a great deal with the Red Cross.   

   I began volunteering for the 

Bookmobile which provides each 

Indianapolis Public Schools student 

with  a brand new book at least once 

a year.  While I enjoyed working 

closely with the children, I still felt 

that I could do more. 

   I began taking Emergency Ser-

vices classes.  This department is 

part of the Disaster Action Team, 

which is the first to represent the 

Red Cross at the scene of local dis-

asters, usually single-family fires.  

The team provides for the immedi-

ate emergency needs of clients, such 

as food, clothing, and shelter.   

   Additionally, Emergency Services  

trains its volunteers for  important 

roles in national disaster relief in 

Disaster Mental Health, Health Ser-

vices, Shelter Operations, Feeding, 

Bulk Distribution, and Information 

Management.   

   As I took each class, I became 

immersed in the Red Cross.  I felt 

ready to begin volunteering for the 

Disaster Action Team (DAT) and 

national disaster relief operations.   

   I started on my one-night-a-month 

DAT rotation and entered myself 

for the next disaster relief operation.  

Before I had the chance to go on my 

first DAT call, I was sent to Fargo, 

ND, for my first national disaster. 

   National disaster relief is unlike 

any experience I have ever had.  

There was massive flooding 

throughout the entire city, and in 

many of the surrounding cities as 

well.  My specialty is Shelter Op-

erations, which means  attending to 

the feeding, sheltering, and basic 

living maintenance of the disaster 

victims.  I was  there for only  a lit-

tle more than a week, but that week 

changed my life. 

   You never realize how great your 

life is until you lose everything you 

have.  I never understood how true 

this was until I saw entire families 

displaced from their homes, having  

lost nearly all of their worldly 

goods, yet still maintaining a cheery 

disposition and positive attitude.   

   That one experience has made me 

a Red Cross volunteer for life, and I 

strongly encourage anyone who 

feels that they could help to do so.  

You don’t have to leave the state as 

I did — just an hour here or there 

can make a big difference. 

   If volunteering with the Red 

Cross doesn’t fit your lifestyle, 

there are dozens of community or-

ganizations that would love to have 

volunteers.
