   The timing of the 2010 mission 

will also provide an opportunity for 

those who have not met our new 

 

Rev. Stephen Jarrell 

Parish welcomes Father Steve 

September mission — Come on in 

    

   Fr. Stephen Jarrell comes to 

Christ the King from St. Paul the 

Apostle parish in Greencastle, Indi-

ana.  Over the course of his seven-

year tenure at St. Paul’s, he also 

served as pastor of Annunciation in 

Brazil, Indiana, and priest modera-

tor of the parishes of St. Mary of the 

Woods and St. Leonard of Port 

Maurice in West Terre Haute.   

   In addition, he was chaplain at 

DePauw University and at the Indi-

ana State Correctional Facility in 

Putnamville.   

   A native of Connersville and a 

priest for 37 years, Fr. Steve  began 

his ministry as associate pastor at 

Immaculate Heart of Mary parish.  

It was there that he became friends 

with Fr. Tony Volz. 

   Fr. Steve was the first director of 

the archdiocesan Office of Worship, 

a position he held for 17 years.  

During that period, he was a part-

time associate pastor at SS. Peter 

and Paul Cathedral.  He was  the 

founding pastor of SS. Francis and 

Clare of Assisi parish on Indianapo-

lis’ south side. 

   Presently, he is also serving as the 

state chaplain for the Knights of 

Columbus.    He is  a member of the 

archdiocesan Church Art and Archi-

tecture Commission and has re-

cently served on the Council of 

Priests.   

   Parishioners have discovered that 

he takes the ministry of preaching 

seriously and that he allows his 

sense of humor to show through. 

   His favorite pastimes include 

walking, biking, reading, and gar-

dening.   

   In 2007, he was involved in a seri-

ous automobile accident which left 

him with a crushed ankle and bro-

ken ribs.  He  has a permanent im-

plant in his right foot  which occa-

sionally causes him to limp — but 

he doesn’t allow it to slow him 

down.

The first class, on Sept. 21  

from 6:30 to 8:30 p.m., is a meet/

greet/register function in the St. Jo-

seph’s Room in Tuohy Hall.      

   Bible study continues again this 

year beginning Sept. 13 in the St. 

Joseph’s Room from 7 to 8:30 p.m.  

A Wednesday evening group  will  

also meet from 7 to 8:30 p.m. 

     MOMS (Ministry of Mothers 

Sharing) is designed to help women 

realize more fully the sacredness of 

their call to motherhood.  The group 

meets for ten weekly sessions from 

January through March that include 

mini presentations, small group dis-

cussion, journaling, and prayer.  

   “Las Posadas,” which means the 

inns or the shelters, will be cele-

brated Saturday, Dec. 11, immedi-

ately following the 5 p.m. Mass. All 

parishioners are welcome to attend.  

This Mexican tradition  reenacts  

Mary and Joseph’s journey from 

Nazareth to Bethlehem in search of 

shelter before Jesus’ birth.  

   The crèche will be set up in the 

parking lot complete with Jesus in 

the manger.  There will also be a 

donkey and goats, and luminarias 

will line the sidewalks of the 

church. Afterward, Mexican food 

will be served in Tuohy Hall.

Stephen Jarrell, to join 

and celebrate with him. The parish 

mission is an inclusive event – pa-

rishioners are invited to bring 

friends or family members who are 

interested in exploring their faith 

or meeting Christ the King. 

   “I look forward to seeing how 

the Holy Spirit touches our parish 

before, during, and after the par-

ish mission occurs,” said Patty, 

leader of the mission organizing 

team. “Our parish truly shines 

when we all gather to share our 

many gifts and talents at times 

like the summer social and during 

the Easter season.

   Each session will be unique, using 

videos made specifically for the 

evening to personalize that night’s 

theme. Faith symbols, as have been 

used in past parish missions, will 

also help to convey and humanize 

the message. 

   “The church’s absolute 

priority today is ‘to make 

God visible in the world 

and to open for humanity 

a way to God,’” Pope 

Benedict XVI said in his 

call to evangelization. 

“Don’t be ashamed to 

show the signs of your 

faith.” 

   Christ the King’s parish mission, 

Patty said, is about helping us to get 

back to those roots. Later in the fall 

and in the spring of 2011, several 

Faith formation opportunities abound 

 

initiatives are being planned to con-

tinue the mission’s call to involve-

ment, service, and an inclusive ap-

proach in the parish. 

   The mission will run four con-

secutive nights, with each session 

lasting about 90 minutes. Atten-

dance all four nights is not manda-

tory, but it is encouraged to get the 

most from the mission experience. 

Social time including refreshments 

will be incorporated into Sunday’s 

mission welcome and Wednesday’s 

celebration of the future. 

   Parents are encouraged to bring 

children age six or older to the par-

ish mission. Baby-sitting will not be 

provided on site. Transportation 

services for those needing it will be 

available nightly.
